India: agricultural machines against the "environmental risk"
More than half of the 140 million hectares cultivated in the great Asian country is exposed to the monsoon variables, to desertification phenomena and to the impoverishment of soil fertility. The use of machines and mechanized systems allows the optimization of water resources, the cultivation of dry soils and the preservation of soil fertility.
The mechanization of agriculture represents for India not only the tool to increase productivity and to improve the quality of life of rural populations, but also the means to counteract the climatic and environmental factors that represent a constant threat to the country. 
It emerged in the technical meetings taking place in New Delhi as part of EIMA Agrimach, the international exhibition of agricultural machinery and equipment, that 51% of the 140 million hectares cultivated in India is still at the mercy of the monsoons, the winds on which the majority of rainfall in the country depends. Sometimes these can be too weak and therefore insufficient to irrigate crops, and sometimes too strong, harming crops. 
Another extremely dangerous phenomenon is desertification, namely the deterioration of the flora due to the reduction of rainfall, the increase in temperatures and the impoverishment of the organic substance present in the soils. 
Faster processing, the management of water resources through advanced pumping and water distribution systems, the use of equipment capable of operating on dry land and reducing stress on agricultural surfaces while preserving the organic substance are all possible measures that can be implemented with new generation agricultural machinery and systems. A range of vehicles that an exhibition like EIMA Agrimach aims to promote among the farmers and technicians of the great Asian country.
